Who is eligible?
Owner occupiers, tenants of private landlords and crofting tenants who*: | . MS‘IT‘Q

are over 60 years of age or have a disability who live in the Skye and
Lochalsh area. You must also have occupied the property for a minimum of two years. Priority
will be given to disabled applications
